Clark’s Nutcracker: A Famous Namesake

Clark’s Nutcracker was one of 3 new bird species identified by Alexander
Wilson during the historic Lewis and Clark expedition. Clark's Nutcracker
was falsely identified as a woodpecker when seen by Captain William
Clark. Lewis and Clark did not collect a specimen until the following year.
Its year-round diet consists of
fresh and stored pine seeds.

COUNTY

Klamath County was
established in 1882. It
was named after a tribe
of Indians called the
Klamath (also spelled
Clammite). The county
seat was Linkville,
which was renamed

Klamath Falls in 1893.
Over half of the county
is public lands. Despite
the high altitude, short
growing season, low
rainfall, and cold
winters, cash crops like
potatoes and barley
play an important role
in the local economy.
The many lakes and
mountains, including
Crater Lake National
Park, attract thousands
of tourists each year.

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Birding Hotspot: Crater Lake National Park

Established in 1902, Crater Lake National Park is the fifth-oldest
national park in the U.S. and the only national park in Oregon. It
encompasses 74,000 ha. No streams flow into or out of Crater
Lake. Water is lost from the lake through evaporation or
underground seepage, and is replaced by snow and precipitation.
The eruption that created Crater Lake over 7,700 years ago
deposited ash as far as Yellowstone National Park. It produced an

estimated 150 times more ash than the 1980 eruption of Mount St. [g =

Helens. This eruption created the Pumice Desert, a very thick layer
of pumice and ash in the northern part of the park, is still largely
devoid of plants after thousands of years due to quick water
drainage and poor soil. The very hot ash and pumice from the
eruption formed 200-300 foot deposits that began to move and

cement together to form tall pinnacles and spires.
